Inspiration is a funny thing – it makes each of us feel different; we 
are inspired by unique circumstances, at unusual times… nonethe-
less inspiration tends to motivate and encourage the heart. 
 

What an inspiration our sponsored youth leaders (Builder’s Club, 
Key Club, and Circle K), Students of the Month, and Lieutenant 
Governors are!  Thousands of youth are supported by Kiwanis Clubs 
around the world, and Pullman is a leader in the PNW.     
Through our Service Leadership Programs, Kiwanis teaches young 
leaders new ways to change the world by serving one child and one 
community at a time.  Kiwanis defines Service Leadership as the 
next step beyond service learning. Once a young person fully under-
stands the concept of learning by helping others, he or she begins to 
grow personally as a leader.  The Service Leadership concept is 
based on the philosophy of Servant Leadership, a term coined by 
Robert K. Greenleaf to define a leader who is servant first. “It begins 
with the natural feeling that one wants to serve, to serve first,” 
Greenleaf wrote. “Then conscious choice brings one to aspire to 
lead.”  (Robert K. Greenleaf (1904-1990) was the founder of the 
modern Servant leadership movement.) 
Greenleaf’s leadership philosophies compliment Kiwanis’s six found-
ing objectives that were established by a delegation of members at 
the International Convention in 1924; they are as follows: 

To give primacy to the human and spiritual rather than to the 
material values of life.  

To encourage the daily living of the Golden Rule in all human 
relationships.  

To promote the adoption and the application of higher social, 
business, and professional standards. �

To develop, by precept and example, a more intelligent, aggressive, and serviceable citizenship.  
To provide, through Kiwanis clubs, a practical means to form enduring friendships, to render al-

truistic service, and to build better communities.  
To cooperate in creating and maintaining that sound public opinion and high idealism which 

make possible the increase of righteousness, justice, patriotism, and goodwill.
